HOKSBA TENT

Introduction
Tents are no longer “tarpaulin brown” or army green.  People who frequent them are not necessarily from rural communities. In most cases, tents are vinyl – in an assortment of colors including, blue, green, yellow, orange.  They attract attention wherever they appear.

Churches use tents for Vacation Bible School, revival meetings, and even to start a new church.  Tents have nostalgic appeal for some, but for others they are a casual setting for a spiritual event.

The Value of a Tent
Using a tent for a revival has several advantages.  People will come to a tent before they will come to a church building because it is a neutral place—even if it’s in a church parking lot.  For all who attend, the atmosphere is friendly and relaxed. It’s different—something to attract people out of curiosity.

There is sentimental value placed on the “good ol’ fashion tent revival.” For many people it is a pleasant memory. Others may never have participated in a tent, open air or campground meeting but have heard of them and long to do so.

A tent may be used for a revival when a suitable building is not available.  This is especially true in the case of a new church and/or association that need space for a revival. Renting an auditorium, civic center or school is not always possible. A tent may be the solution.

Securing the Tent
When a church or association decides to use the tent they need to schedule the rental well in advance with HOKSBA.
1. Complete the application form and agreement in this document.

2. The tent is not considered to be scheduled until we receive the application form and agreements are complete.  We will operate on a first-come-first-serve basis.

3. A completed certification of insurance must be in our office.

4. The 30 x 60 tent is not to be erected without a HOKSBA qualified tent consultant directing the operation.  If someone from your church or association is not qualified, we will help you secure a tent consultant. We suggest you notify him at least 2 weeks in advance to secure a time for set up.  You will be responsible for his travel expenses, lodging (if needed), and honorarium. (Note: mileage @ $.40 per mile and suggested honorarium of $100.00.)
Fee for Using the Tent
A fee of $50.00 will be charged to churches or associations each time the tent is erected. (This does not include the honorarium for the tent consultant as noted above.) 

Transporting the Tent
The church requesting the tent will be responsible for picking it up at Budget Storage, 2140 N Topeka, Wichita, KS 67214 and returning it immediately after use.  A vehicle with a 2” hitch is needed to pull the trailer. The key to the storage facility and the trailer lock can be picked up at the Heart of Kansas office during normal business hours.
Tent Insurance
The church or association that is using the tent will be required to purchase one-time liability insurance coverage.  A $1,000,000 minimum per occurrence liability for the use of the HOKSBA tent is required. Tent Preparation Checklist

Fee for Using the Tent

· A check for the scheduling fee MUST accompany the Application for Scheduling Tent.  Make payment in the amount of $50.00 to HOKSBA Evangelism Department.  Mail to HOKSBA, 3474 S. Meridian, Wichita, KS 67217
Getting Permission to Set Up the Tent

· Call or visit your local City Hall to obtain a permit if needed.  Do not assume that because your site is in an unincorporated area of the county that you do not need a permit.

· You will need to contact your local Fire Department.  There are certain rules and regulations that fire laws demand.

· Local authorities require a “Certificate of Flame Resistance” before they will grant permits for the tent.  A copy of this is at the end of this document.
· IMPORTANT:  You are required to purchase one-time liability insurance.  The period of coverage must extend from the time you pick up the tent until it is returned or is turned over to someone else.  The following additional insured must be named:  Heart of Kansas Southern Baptist Association.

· A Certificate showing the above insurance requirements to be in effect must be received in our office at least ten days prior to use of the tent.  If churches or association have difficulty in getting coverage locally, they should contact Carolyn Elmore, Larnard Smith/Cushenberry Insurance, 15100 Castle, Wichita, KS 67230, (800) 475-1075 Ext. 102. 
Setting Up the Tent

· A qualified HOKSBA tent consultant must direct the operation.  Due to Kansas’s and Nebraska’s unpredictable weather and high winds, take every precaution necessary to secure the tent is in a safe manner.

· Enlist 10-12 strong college students or men to help put the tent up.

· Do not walk on the tent!  If you must be on the tent, take off your shoes and crawl down the webbing.  The majority of damage occurs from carelessness.  Walking on the tent or sidewalls causes holes.  Sidewall must never be used to walk on, even if it is muddy!  This must not be done!
Care for the Tent

· We require someone near the tent or in the tent every night it is set up.  You might consider asking someone to sleep in the tent or park a camping trailer next to the tent during the time it is set up.

· If the tent is torn or damaged, please contact HOKSBA as soon as possible.

· Special Note:  The $50.00 scheduling fee is subject to change with respect to the times a church or association needs the tent.
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
